Life is a Road Map

Project Introduction:  

As a way to examine the different events that have happened to you throughout your lifetime, you will be asked to create a road map of your life. This road map will help you look at all of the significant activities that have happened to you in your life so far. It will also help you to outline all of the goals and dreams that you someday hope to accomplish. This assignment will help you to organize your own life dreams and help you to gain insight about who you are as an individual.

You will be presenting this assignment to the entire class, as it will be a way for all of us to get to know one another. This is a large assignment and is worth a total of 50 points.

Objectives/Purpose:

1) The students will be able to recognize the significant events that have impacted them throughout their lifetime.

2) The students will be able to comprehend the decisions that they make affect what happens to them in their future.

3) The students will be able to analyze their own future short-term and long-term goals.

Directions:


Step 1: Brainstorm ten of the most important events that have happened in your lifetime, these 

 
will be the main points on your road map.


Step 2: After you have brainstormed these events, I want you to think about the significant 





events in your life where the decisions that you made turned out good. These events will 

be your “highs” on the road map. In addition, I would also like you to think about the 





times in your life where the decisions you made turned out negative, these will be your 



“lows” on the road map. Finally, I would like you to think about the times in your life in 



which good or bad things happened, and you had no control over the results.


Step 3: Create your road map

1. Create a rough draft first

2. Use symbols, drawings, or words to symbolize the important events that happened in your life.

3. Make sure to include all of the brainstormed lists to your road map.

· The decision you have made should look like a fork in the road, leading to your final decisions on one end. The other pathway should lead to a dead end, symbolizing those decisions that you did not choose. In both situations, you should mentions the final outcome or possible outcome of each choice

*You should realize that the decisions you make affect what happens to you in your future*

4. As a final step, go to the present time on your road map. Examine your dreams and decide what you have to do in order to accomplish them. On your road map, list your future goals. Your road map should include where you hope to be 1-year from now, 5-years from now, 10-years from now, and finally 25-years from now. These goals and dreams should examine all aspects of your life, including those in your personal and professional life.
