“Experience Teaching” Task

Collaborating with several of your classmates, you have been asked to design a unique “Mini-Lesson” about a particular topic in American History.  Working in small groups, you are now responsible for your (and your classmates’) education.  During this activity, you will display your ability to summarize key information, determine the most important ideas about a topic, and extend that knowledge and understanding to your classmates.

There are three parts to this task:

1. Project – Your group must create a visual representation of your topic.  This can be a PowerPoint Presentation (or similar platform that will help illustrate and explain to your classmates the significance of your topic.
· Your first slide contains your Topic (Chapter/Section), your group members’ names, and the class period.
· You title the next slide Objectives.  On this slide, you will include the three most important things your classmates will learn from your project.  
· Standards (Optional) – Also include the NJ Standards that relate to your topic

· The next slide will contain a list and your own definition of important vocabulary words (words in blue in the textbook).  You will lose points if you copied the definition from a glossary/dictionary/etc.  

· You should dedicate each of your next slides to information in the section.  Please bullet the information; do not write paragraphs or very long sentences.  Each slide must have at least one question that reviews what you just “taught” your classmates.  
· Include at least three pictures, graphs, maps, tables, or charts to help illustrate your information.  These can be on their own slides or alongside your typing.  However, make sure the images appear clear and easy to understand.  
· Make it look pretty! Admittedly, most of my PowerPoints can be a bit boring and too informative.  Like in most walks of life, strive to be better than your teacher.  Reach for the stars! Achieve! At the very least, don’t suck.

2. Productivity – This is a group/team-based project, and as such you must put some effort into it.  Yes, it is really easy to make (read: steal) a PowerPoint on one day and then read information from the slides days later.  But I’m not only grading you on the PowerPoint and how well you present it, but I’m also grading you on how well you work during this time.  
· Grading your productivity Is simple: .   
· You will receive 10 points for each day you are present and productively working on your project.  
· If you are not present, you will not receive those 10 points on that day.  
· If you are not working on your project you will not receive those 10 points on that day.  
· If you are out due to an excused absence (not lockout/coming in late to class), I may make some allowances with the grading policy.  
· I will make no adjustments if you are not being productive. 
3. Presentation – Your group must also provide your classmates with an informative 15 to 20 minute lesson about your topic.  During this presentation, you are required to display and explain your visual aide, provide your classmates with brief but critical information, and answer any potential questions from your classmates.  
· You must present your project in the proper sequence depending on your Chapter and Section.  
· I will grade you on how well you present your information and how well you know your information.  
· Not everyone in the group needs to present the project, although all members will receive the same grade for presentations regardless of whether they were actually “presenting” the project.  
· With this being said, choose at least one group member who is willing to present the project, as there is no excuse if your group does not present.  It is a required aspect of this task and I will make no exceptions.  
Below you will find the list of topics as well important concepts that need to be included in your lesson.
As usual, I will provide you with a full rubric before you email me the projects on Friday.
